ANNOUNCEMENT FROM BISHOP KENNEDY: The Voluntary Assisted Dying Bill 2021 recently 
passed the NSW Upper House by 20 votes to 17, having already passed the Lower House in October 
last year.  While amendments will be debated, this does unfortunately mean that our elected            
representatives have legalised euthanasia in our state.  I want to thank each of you who signed     
petitions, wrote or spoke to your local MP, prayed, and encouraged others to do the same.  May God 
bless and reward you for all of your efforts.  Putting time and effort into a campaign to help protect 
some of society’s most vulnerable members, and then losing, can be discouraging and deflating, and it 
is important that we acknowledge this. At the same time, and in the lead up to a Federal Election, it is 
important that we think and pray about how Jesus calls us to greater responsibility in how we honour, 
value and care for the most vulnerable members of our society, being mindful to keep their God-given 
dignity intact. Let us continue to build a civilisation of life and love one person at a time.
