 THE WORLD DAY OF GRANDPARENTS AND THE ELDERLY, “In old age they will still bear 
fruit" (Ps 92:15). In instituting the annual celebration of the World Day of Grandparents and the Elderly, 
Pope Francis chose the fourth Sunday in July so that it would be close to this feast day of Saints Anna 
& Joachim. Since February this year the Pope has been giving a series of teachings (catechises) on 
the meaning and value of old age noting that “The more developed societies expend large sums on 
this stage of life without really helping people to understand and appreciate it; they offer healthcare 
plans to the elderly but not plans for living this age to the full.”  Pope Francis’ own advice: “Old age is 
no time to give up and lower the sails, but a season of enduring fruitfulness: a new mission awaits us 
and bids us look to the future.”
