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WE ARE NOT ALONE

Jeremiah could have been excused for thinking
that he had been taken out of the frying pan
and cast into the fire! No sooner had he
been released from prison and placed under
the watchful eyes of the roval guard, than he
found himself up to his neck in mud in a water
cistern! Little wonder he poured out his heart
to God ‘the word of the Lord has become for
me a reproach and derision’ (Jeremiah 20:8).
The lot of those who speak the word of God is
often one which meets with misunderstanding,
rejection and isclation. Speaking the truth
is mo guarantee of being accepted. Jesus
was aware that his mission of preaching the
good news to the poor, bringing freedom to
captives, and proclaiming the Lord's year of
favour (Luke 4:18-19) would bring about
division and rejection. As the early Church
knew all too well, even family members could
be divided based on their response to Jesus’

message.

The letter to the Hebrews continues its
reflection on the life of faith by noting that
despite opposition and difficulties we are not
alone. Just as the people of Israel in the desert
were accompanied by a cloud that guided
them, we are now surrounded by a cloud of
witnesses — people of faith that stretch back
through the ages to Abraham and Sarah. Above
all, Jesus® presence, his example of endurance
and his courage in facing the cross, can help
us to keep running steadily in the life of faith.
