SYNOD ON SYNODALITY:    Groups around Australia are now invited to participate in the latest 
discernment process for the Synod on Synodality, reflecting on the recently-published Working Doc-
ument for the Continental Stage. Groups that participate in this round of discernment are invited to 
read and reflect prayerfully on the document and provide succinct responses across three areas:  
1. Which intuitions in the document resonate most strongly with the lived experience and realities of 
the Church in our continent?  
2. What substantial tensions and divergences emerge as particularly important in our continent?  
3. What are the priorities, recurring themes, and calls to action?  
This is not an invitation to start the process of consultation again, but rather the opportunity to re-
flect more deeply on the voices that have emerged so far.
